BTW, I think I noticed that upon one rare successful login, I was taken to account creation page rather than somewhere more practical such as a Welcome or Search page.  
Debriefing

Begin the debriefing by reiterating the purpose of the testing and how the results will be used.  Emphasize the importance of the tester honestly expressing his/her opinion as opposed to telling what he/she thinks we want to hear.

Use the following questions to elicit thoughtful feedback from usability testers at the conclusion of all test scenarios.  Our goal is to keep features that are perceived positively and eliminate or revise those that are seen in a negative light.  Therefore, use open-ended questions to encourage as much feedback as possible being sure to probe for more detail when the tester exhibits deeply held opinions or makes suggestions for improvements.  If you were an observer of the tests, consult your notes and be sure to discuss places in the test scenarios where the tester seemed hesitant or frustrated.  Here are a few questions to help start the process:

1) Generally speaking, how you describe your experience using RecordTrader.com?

Search was reasonable.  Create account was successful but I got caught in a problem where logging in appeared to actually trigger logout.  I was NOT able to add a new listing.  I simply had no idea of how to fill in the form.

2) Were there any times during which you felt confused or frustrated?

Definitely.  Log in vs Log out problem and attempt to add a new listing.

3) Were there any times during which you felt you just had to stop and concentrate especially hard in order to try to figure out what to do next?

Yes.  See #2.  

4) Can you think of any suggestions that you might think of as nitpicking that would nevertheless improve the usability of the site?

Change the form labels to full words.  

5) Did you make any miscues that you felt could have been prevented if only the system were somehow just a little bit better?

Absolutely.  Form for adding items needs check boxes, radio buttons, drop downs rather than free form text fields.  BTW, I got an error entering very long values in at least one field.

6) Did you encounter any unwieldy processes that you feel could be streamlined?

Getting to add listing function was apparently 4 or 5 steps when 1 could have done.

7) What were the most outstanding feature or features of RecordTrader.com?

Lightning fast search.

8) Have you ever used sites that are similar to RecordTrader.com?  If so, can you compare and contrast those sites with RecordTrader?  Comparatively speaking, where is RecordTrader deficient and where is it superior?

Haven’t really used similar sites for music search.

9) How can we improve our testing process?  Was there anything that you would have changed or added to the testing process?

Have more functions ready.  I had to ask observer on a couple of occasions about some stuff.  His answers was “That’s not ready/working yet.”
